5. What had happened to George in the woods near his farm at home that 

indicated  he was foolish but also both brave and lucky?   
 

How 
did this eventually prove to be helpful once the Titanic hit the iceberg?  

 
7. Why were Marco and George not allowed to get into the lifeboats?  How did 

they finally get saved?  
 

8. Mr. Andrews, the designer of the Titanic, mentioned that George might 
someday build his own ship. In a certain way, how do we know this 
happened?
